Mission Statement

The Whitehead Leadership Society (WLS) is an organization established to encourage leadership and academic excellence within the University of Redlands, School of Business & Society.  As facilitators of professional education and lifelong learning, individual members of this Society have the responsibility to provide active service and support to the university community; to foster an academic climate for enhancing student achievement; to focus on increasing productive student and faculty dialogue; and to honor the tradition of the liberal arts.
Student Eligibility Requirements

To be considered for WLS, nominees must be a current student with current degree program not signed off at time of nomination and induction.  
Students may become eligible for WLS nomination by demonstrating leadership skills and knowledge through service in the community, workplace, classroom, and through academic excellence. Students may be nominated by faculty, school administrators, or by self-nomination.
Benefits of WLS Membership
· Formal induction ceremony and presentation of WLS medallion and certificate of membership.
· Special recognition at commencement for attributions to the University and community.

· Lifetime membership to the WLS alumni network.

· Professional and social events: Invitation to attend professional and social events.
· Leadership and service: Participate with your WLS peers, alumni, and the community in leadership and service-oriented events.

Students are required to submit a written Letter of Interest and Intent summarizing: 
· Reason(s) for wanting to serve as a WLS member

· Explanation of why you should be selected for WLS - How do your personal and professional values align with the mission and purpose of WLS? 
· Description of current activities that you are engaged in where you have demonstrated leadership and knowledge through service in the community, workplace, classroom, and through academic excellence.
· Ideas on how you may serve as an active, contributing WLS member if selected
Part 4:
Two Professional Letters of Recommendation 

Students must obtain two written letters of recommendation from faculty, school administrator, work supervisor, colleague, and/or community member. Please ask individuals providing the recommendation to submit it electronically to you and to include: 

· Reason(s) s/he believes you are a good candidate for WLS
· Describe observations and experiences with you in the classroom or workplace in the following areas:  professionalism, leadership, teamwork, service, and support.
Nomination packets (self-nominations are permitted) are due to Charlotte Roth, the Assistant Director of Student Engagement, at WLS@redlands.edu no later than 11:59 p.m. on Friday, February 10, 2023.  All nomination requirements (all four parts) must be completed and submitted as one packet by the deadline for consideration. 
All nominations will be reviewed for approval by the Whitehead Leadership Society Board of Directors.  Those approved for induction will receive an email invitation at least two weeks prior to the induction date.

The next WLS Membership Induction ceremony will be held on Saturday, March 11, 2023, from 5:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. at the Redlands Campus and attendance is by invitation only.
Student Selection Process – The Pathway to Membership
